a) Section 4(1)(h) of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended)
applies in instance as the works are repair and improvement and the works
described do not materially affect the external appearance of the structure so
as to render the appearance inconsistent with the character of the structure
or of neighbouring structures and;

b) therenovation and repair of an existing cottage including the demolition and
replacement of a gable wall, replacement of chimney, replacement of roof,
replacement of internal floors is development and is exempted
development

hereby declares that:

The renovation and repair of an existing cottage including the demolition and
replacement of a gable wall, replacement of chimney, replacement of roof,
replacement of internal floors at Greaghnafarna, Dromahaire, Co. Leitrim
constitutes development which is exempted development.
